All required work must be turned in on time in order that the student may benefit from the 

corrections and future examinations. Assigned outside work is due on the class period assigned.

The course instructor will introduce the college grading policy and method to 

determine G.P.A. during the course of instruction. The Texas Department of Licensing and 

Regulation demands an overall minimum grade of 70; therefore this course requires the same. 

An overall grade below 70 is considered an F.

Students shall adhere to the safety standards established by the Texas Department of Licensing 

and Regulation, South Plains College and the Cosmetology Handbook. Students in Cosmetology 

must follow all safe practices in laboratory work areas and other specific topics (dress code, cell 

phones, etc.) refer to the Cosmetology Handbook.

• Recall and perform skills required to complete and pass the Texas Department of 

Licensing and Regulation operator’s practical examination.
