Discuss the historical evolution of professional and vocational nursing
practice, the roles of professional and vocational nursing and the
impact on health care today.

changes via Remind message or an announcement posted on blackboard.

The test will be graded “as is” and that will
be the score given for that specific unit exam.

ASSIGNMENT POLICY

All class assignments are to be completed and turned in on the designated
date. Failure to complete assignments will result in a grade of “0”. A grade
of “0”, when averaged with all grades, may result in an overall failing grade
for the class.
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All homework should be clocked in and placed in the basket on the counter at
the beginning of class. Any homework turned in AFTER the beginning of class
WILL be considered late and points will be deducted as per policy. Homework
should ALWAYS be clocked in, whether on time or late. Assignments turned
in after the assigned due date and time will have ten (10) points deducted
from the grade for each scheduled class period that they are late.

Due dates for the unit assignments will be announced in class by the
instructor. All unit assignments must be typed. Spelling, grammar, and
neatness will be taken into consideration in grading. APA 6t Edition format
is required. Students will be given advance notice of test dates. Should a
student need to be absent on a test date, if arrangements are made PRIOR
to the test, the faculty may reschedule the test. If no attempt is made to

contact the faculty Prior to the test, no make-up test will be avaiable. The
make-up test may be a different test OR may be a different test format
than the test given on the scheduled date. Should a student show up for class
AFTER a test has started, they will NOT be permitted to take the test, and
unless arrangements are made prior to the exam, no make-up test will be

available. For that reason, it is vital that students make it to class on time!
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Scantrons will be made available to students by the faculty for testing
purposes. Some tests may be “open-book’. Each student is encouraged to
bring their book to every scheduled class period. Test format includes
multiple choice, short answer, and essay type questions. Some tests may be
given as a group test. With this test, the students will turn in a scantron with
the name of all the group members. Once graded, each group member will be
given the same score for the test.

All homework should be clocked in and placed in the basket on the counter at

the beginning of class. ALL Homework assignments MUST be typed.

Questions should be answered in paragraph form using complete sentences

with appropriate grawwar and spelling. ALL assignments should include a

reference sheet and citations for references in the body of the papen(s) (when
(indjcated). Students should follow APA. 6% Edition guidelines for proper
format, citations, and references/bibliography. An abstract (s NOT reguired

for any writing assignments. The SPC library has GREAT resources (f you are

not familiar with APA guidelines.

A grading rubric is included for each of the homework assignments.

The assignment MUST be turned in at the beginning of class time on the date
assigned or the assignment will be counted as late and ten (10) points will be
deducted from the grade for every scheduled class day that the paper is late.
Assignments will not be accepted after three (3) scheduled class periods have
passed. The student(s) will receive a “O” for that assignment.
