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l. GENERAL COURSE INFORMATION:

Course Description: Prerequisite: AUMT 1407 or consent of instructor. This
course is a study of the operation, hydraulic principles, and related circuits of
modern automatic transmissions and automatic transaxles. Topics include
diagnosis, disassembly, and assembly procedures with emphasis on the use of
special tools and proper repair techniques. Elements of the course may be taught
manufacturer specific.

transmission and transaxle maintenance and adjustments; and perform in-vehicle
and off-vehicle automatic transmission and transaxle repair.
