General Course Information: Intro to Haircutting

Course Level: Introductory

Course Description: Introduction to the theory and practice of hair cutting. Topics include

terminology, implements, sectioning and finishing techniques.

End-Of-Course Outcomes: Identify terminology and practice basic workplace competencies

related to haircutting and finishing technique. Demonstrate use of implements, sectioning,

haircutting, and finishing skills.

Course Competencies: Upon successful completion of this course, the student will:

Possess an understanding of the terminology of haircutting and finishing
techniques.

Demonstrate the proper utilization of implements used in haircutting.
Perform correctly a zero degree, 45 degree, 90 degree and 180 degree
elevation haircut using the scissor and razor.

Perform a military haircut (fade) using the clippers, correctly.

Execute a minimum of twenty-four haircuts (three of each described
degree and clippers).
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Academic Integrity:

Students who do not meet
criteria for restricted enrollment will be counseled regarding their workplace competencies and
career goals/objectives.

Attendance Policy:

Punctual and regular attendance is required of all Cosmetology students. Unexcused tardiness
and absences will not be tolerated. A doctor’s note stating that it is safe to return to school in
cases of contagious diseases such as pink eye, strep throat, or the flu is required. If more than
5% (6 hours) of this course is missed, student will have to attend make-up days. If student
refuses to attend make-up days, the student may be at risk of being withdrawn due to
excessive absences.

Assignment Policy:

All required work must be turned in on time in order that the student may benefit from the
corrections and future examinations. Assigned outside work is due on the class period assigned.
Late work is generally not accepted; however special consideration is subject to instructor
discretion whether the work will be accepted. This syllabus includes chapters 28,17.

See the general catalog “Grades and Reports” for explanation of grades and grade point
averages. The course instructor will introduce the college grading policy and method to
determine GPA during the course of instruction. T DLR demands an overall minimum grade of
70; therefore this course requires the same. An overall grade below 70 is considered an F.

Students shall adhere to the safety standards established by the Texas Department of Licensing
and Regulation, South Plains College and the Cosmetology Handbook. Students in cosmetology

must follow all safe practices in laboratory work areas and other specific topics (dress code, cell
phones, etc.) refer to the cosmetology handbook.

Course Outline:
CSME 1310 students will demonstrate competencies in the following tasks:

e Understanding of the terminology related to haircutting and finishing
techniques.

e Utilization of scissors, razor and/or clippers.

e Complete written assignments related to theory and knowledge of haircutting
and finishing techniques.

e Knowledge and performance of zero degree, 45 degree, 90 degree, 180 degree
and a clipper haircut.

e Safety precautions related to the use and care of all implements related to hair
cutting.
