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L. GENERAL COURSE INFORMATION:

A. Course Description: Students in this class receive instruction in the basic
principles of traffic control, traffic law enforcement, court procedures, and traffic
law. Emphasis is placed on the need for a professional approach in dealing with
traffic law violators and the police role in accident investigation and traffic
supervision.

B. Course Learning Outcomes: The student will identify background and underlying
principles of the traffic law enforcement effort; describe the legal requirements
that govern and control the making and enforcement of criminal laws and traffic
laws in particular; explain the procedures to maximize the individual officer's
personal safety during a stop, particularly in a criminal situation; explain the
factors that influence the officer and violator during their face-to-face contact;
explain the importance of meeting the objectives of a traffic program, i.e.,
reduction of traffic fatalities and prosecution of traffic offenses; and identify the
various enforcement activities that lead to achieving an effective traffic program.

Specific goals/objectives of this course are to:

e Examine the police role in the enforcement of traffic laws;

e Explore the police role in investigating traffic accidents;

e Develop concepts of traffic planning, education, and analysis of special
problems;

e Present proper techniques of traffic direction and control.



Course Competencies: Upon successful completion of this course, each student

will have demonstrated through comprehensive examinations, with a score of

70% or better, a competent understanding of:

e officer-violator relations during the traffic stop;

e accepted procedures which maximize the officer’s personal safety during
traffic stops;

e the techniques of traffic control and direction;

e accident investigation procedures and techniques;

e the Texas Motor Vehicle Codes.
