B. Catalog Course Description:

This course is a developmental course for students who do not pass the English portion of the
TSIA and are selected to participate based on their score. This course is designed to provide
preparatory work for students to be able to succeed in ENGL 1301 and other college-level English
courses. It offers a review of English grammar and the processes of reading and writing through
essay writing and short analytical readings. This course will not satisfy graduation requirements.

C. Instructional Objectives: By the end of the semester, students should:

1. be able to demonstrate proper use of grammar skills at the sentence, paragraph and essay
levels.

2. be able to write organized, unified, and coherent essays.

3. be able to revise essays to improve their presentation of ideas.

4. have written the equivalent of at least 3 formal essays, plus other writing.

D. General Policies

1. Class begins and ends on time. If the door is shut when you arrive, it is because class has
already started. Do not come in. You are already counted absent. It is inconsiderate to me and
the other students to interrupt us with your tardiness.

2. Do not leave once class has started. Again, this is rude for me and for the other students. If
you feel you must leave, do not come back into class.
