Students will be instructed in the design and preparation of 
technical writing projects appropriate to the world of work, 
including resumes, letters, proposals, reports, instructions, 
brochures, and oral presentations. They will be encouraged 
to consider the audience of each of their technical 
communication assignments, paying particular attention to 
design, style, and tone as they deliver accurate and 
thorough results that are thoughtfully prepared for their 
readers 

Prerequisites 

Prerequisite:  Successful completion of English 1301 and 
English 1302.  This course includes preparation of written 
reports in scientific and technical fields.  Any student who does 
not have the prerequisites should contact the professor 
immediately. 
 
Instructional Objectives 

By the end of the course, students should be able to do the 
following: 

• To know the requirements of good style and 
organization in technical communication 

• To understand the standards of visual elements in 
technical communication 

• To write various types of technical reports 

• To understand the basic types of graphic aids and to 
incorporate such graphic aids in written and oral reports 

• To realize the importance of personal responsibility in 
preparing documents and meeting deadlines 

• To understand and deal with the ethical issues of 
technical communication 

Textbook and Supplies 

A textbook is not required for this course.  The instructor 
will provide students with information as necessary. 
 
A word processing program and a presentation software 
program (Papers will only be accepted in .doc or .docx 
format, except for the presentation assignment, which will 
be submitted as a .ppt , .pptx  or prezi file)
