Course Description  
An introduction to the fundamental principles and tools of acting as used in auditions, rehearsals, and 
performances. This may include ensemble performing, character and script analysis, and basic theater 
terminology. This exploration will emphasize the development of the actor’s instrument: voice, body and 
imagination.

Course Requirements  
●​ Because this course centers on the actor’s  experience, students are expected to arrive on time and 

ready to participate.  
●​ Students should wear clothes that allow full range of motion and visibility of the body’s form. It is 

encouraged to bring water into the studio, but any other food or drink is prohibited. During class, 
students should actively engage with the task at hand and with their fellow classmates in group activity 
and discussion.  

●​ For the success of the student, any students with injuries or health conditions must notify the instructor 
before class. 

 

Student Learning Outcomes  
●​ Analyze scripts from the viewpoint of the actor.  
●​ Analyze, develop, and perform a character.  
●​ Demonstrate effective and safe use of the voice and body.  
●​ Define and discuss terms and concepts using the vocabulary of theater.  
●​ Perform at an appropriately skilled level in ensemble building exercises, scenes and final projects, which may 

include participation in plays.  
 

Methods for Assessing the Expected Course-Level Student Learning Outcomes  
1.​ Attendance is required and will be taken.  
2.​ Absences will affect final grade substantially.  
3.​ Please be on time to class. Classes will start promptly.  
4.​ Active and curious participation in all class activities: creative studies, physical exercises, lectures, 

discussions, and written assignments.  
5.​ Fulfillment of all assignments. 

 

Participation/Discussion: 
●​ Students are expected to participate in class through activities and discussion with their classmates 

about the application of things gleaned from plays watched/read and assigned readings. 
●​ The instructor will lead the discussions and ensure that they remain pertinent to the topics of this class.  
●​ Participating includes:  

○​ asking questions, answering questions, and initiating class discussions.  
●​ If your final point count is on the border of two grades, I will take participation into account in either 

raising or lowering the border grade.

●​ You are allowed 2 unexcused absences during the course of the semester. After two unexcused 

absences, your grade will drop a full letter grade for every additional absence.

Arriving Late  
●​ Being late is disruptive to the class and disrespectful to your instructor.  
●​ If you are not present at the starting time, you will be considered late. After 10 minutes of class have 

passed, you will be considered absent.  
●​ If you are late, it is up to you to check with me after class to make sure I update the attendance log.  
●​ Three tardies or early departures will constitute an absence.

Missed / Late Work

●​ If for the most serious of reasons an assignment or exam must be missed, it is the student’s

Course Policies: 

Dismissal Policy:  
●​ A high standard of conduct is expected of all students.  
●​ It is assumed that obedience to the law, respect for property, integrity, and common sense will guide the 

actions of each member of the class.  
●​ If in the opinion of the instructor the conduct of a student is unacceptable, the student will be asked to

●​ Students should also remember that using quoted, paraphrased or summarized ideas or information from a 

person, written source, or online source without giving the source credit is also plagiarism.  
○​ Students may not turn in duplicate work or work that expresses the same ideas in the same manner, 

which is also plagiarism.  
●​ Students may not submit work that has been or will be turned in for another course.  

○​ ALL FORMS OF PLAGIARISM WILL RESULT IN THE OFFENDING STUDENT RECEIVING AN AUTOMATIC F 
FOR THE COURSE, and the Dean of Students will be contacted.  

●​ ***Usage of Ai to create any work that is required to be of your own creation is considered a form of plagiarism.***  
●​ The instructor has the final say on what is and what isn’t plagiarism.  
●​ All student work will be submitted to Blackboard and checked for plagiarism.
