TEXTBOOK None required. All resources will be available through your Blackboard account.

DESCRIPTION A study of structural systems including concrete foundations and frames, wood framing and

trusses, and structural steel framing systems. Includes detailing of concrete, wood, and steel to
meet industry standards including the American Institute of Steel Construction and The American
Concrete Institute.

SCOPE The scope of Structural Drafting will be for sixteen weeks, which will include two (2) hours of
lecture per week and four (4) hours of laboratory experience per week, for a total of ninety-six
(96) contact hours per semester.

COURSE OUTCOMES Identify components of structural systems, use reference materials, produce drawings for
concrete, wood and steel framing systems, draw design details and connections for framing
components, draw column and beam details for manufacture and assembly utilizing various
fastening methods
