Course Description

The purpose of this course is to provide students with an overview of the disciplinary knowledge that includes the historical development of physical education, kinesiology, exercise science, and sport. This course offers the student both an introduction to the knowledge base as well as information on expanding career opportunities

Student Learning Outcomes: 

1. Distinguish between and identify terminology and research within the sub-disciplines in the field of Kinesiology and their application to diverse careers. 
2. Summarize the historical and philosophical approaches to physical activity, physical education, exercise science, and sport. 
3. Identify the characteristics of a physically educated person and the importance of assessment and advocacy in physical education, exercise science, and sport. 
4. Discuss how the changing nature of education and technological advances may influence physical education, exercise science, and sport in the future. 
5. Identify major professional organizations, foundations, and associations supporting physical activity at local, state, national, and international levels, as well as data tools and resources.
Course Evaluation
1. Exams
There will be four (4) exams administered during the semester. Each exam is worth 45 points, for a total of 180 points, which represents 36% of your overall course grade. Exams may include multiple-choice, true/false, and essay-type questions and will cover material from lectures, readings, videos, quizzes, and course activities.
2. Chapter Quizzes
Chapter quizzes will be given for each section of the course, for a total of 15 quizzes. Each quiz is worth 10 points, for a combined total of 150 points, accounting for 30% of your overall course grade. All quizzes will be posted on Blackboard. Quizzes may include multiple-choice, true/false, and/or essay questions. Students are expected to use their class notes and relevant Blackboard materials when completing quizzes. These quizzes are designed to reinforce key concepts and help prepare you for exams.
3. Homework Assignments
There will be two (2) homework assignments completed during the semester. Each assignment is worth 35 points, for a total of 70 points, which makes up 14% of your overall course grade. Homework assignments are designed to encourage reflection, application of course concepts, and personal engagement with the material.
4. Discussion Boards, Edpuzzles, Film Reviews, Article Analyses, and Other Assignments (DEFAO)
Throughout the semester, students will complete a variety of short assignments, including discussion boards, Edpuzzles, film reviews, article analyses, and other related activities. Individual assignments will typically be worth 1-10 points, for a combined total of 100 points, representing 20% of your overall course grade. These activities are intended to promote participation, critical thinking, and consistent engagement with course content.

*Plan, and do not wait until the last minute to submit your assignments. Excuses for late work, such as "The network was down" or "I could not figure out how to post or send the assignment," are unacceptable.  

* All written assignments should be presented using the conventions of Standard Written English.
