Quality of Work Expectations (QWE) See sample on Blackboard
» To be graded ALL work must be in PENCIL on LOOSE-LEAF notebook paper with the student’s
FULL NAME on the first page. Anything else receives a grade of 0!
Work MUST include the original problem number and problem (except story problems)
Work must be legible and must justify the answer
Work for each problem must go DOWN the page not ACROSS the page
Answers MUST BE|CIRCLED] or[BOXED |
A line must be skipped between problems
Multiple columns and work on the back of the page are allowed
Once started, problems should be finished on the same side & in the same column of the page

DAILY GRADES (10 pts/lesson)
It is important that a student arrive at class each day with a thorough understanding of the previous
lesson(s). To motivate a student toward this goal a grade will be taken each day except for the day
AFTER a UNIT TEST. The 10 points come from the following:
» 2 points for a correct problem worked at the START of the day’s class (no notes or student work
is allowed)
» 2 points for each of 4 randomly selected problems from the HOMEWORK SET.
» HOMEWORK SETS are to be worked in numerical order
» HOMEWORK SETS will be available on Blackboard @ 1:00 on the day the lesson is taught.
Students DO NOT need to print these out.
On the day of the UNIT TEST only the HOMEWORK SET will be turned in. That grade will be based on 5
randomly selected problems from the HOMEWORK SET.

TESTS
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4 UNIT TESTS @ 100 points each; FINAL EXAM @ 120 points

ONLY calculators may be used on TESTS

Problems should adhere to the Quality of Work Expectations described above

TESTS may be taken EARLY but NEVER late REGARDLESS OF THE REASON!

Students missing a UNIT TEST, REGARDLESS OF THE REASON, will carry a ZERO (0) for that test
until the FINAL EXAM. A portion of the FINAL EXAM problems will be used to assign points for the
missed test. Only one (1) UNIT TEST can be replaced in this manner

» Being tardy on a TEST day may result in losing points from your grade
