Course Description: In-depth combined study of algebra, trigonometry, and other topics for calculus
readiness.

Prerequisite: Minimum score of 350 on the TSIA, TSI-exempt status, or a successful completion with a
grade of ‘C’ or better in MATH 1314.

Credit: 4 Lecture: 3 Lab: 2

Textbook: Pre-Calculus: Graphical, Numerical, Algebraic, Texas Edition. Demana, Waits, Foley,
Kennedy, Bock. Pearson, 2016. (SEISD owns these textbooks and students will check them out
instead of purchasing.)
