Background topics which are necessary for a student to successfully
complete MATH 1342 will be covered, with an emphasis on integers, percentages, graphing, fractions, and exponents.

If you pass Math 0342 but not the Math 1342 portion of
the course you will be able to register for Math 1342 in future semesters.

HOMEWORK/TEST MAKE-UP POLICY:
Homework and other assessments are mandatory. Knowledge of material will be assessed through graded

assessments. Homework will be assigned on a daily basis. If a class is missed, it is the student’s responsibility
to obtain a copy of the notes, to print any worksheets or handouts, and to do the assigned homework. (Absence
is not an excuse for failure to do homework.) Homework done after the due date will not be accepted.
Homework is due at the beginning of classtime. Completing all assignments is understood and expected, not
optional.

There are no retakes on tests or the final exam. All exams will be taken on campus. If you miss an exam because
you are quarantined you may take a different exam when you return. You will need to require proof of your illness
through the college nurse before you return. You are responsible for making these arrangements with your
instructor.

Attendance Policy: Attendance and effort are the most important activities for success in this course. Records of your attendance are maintained
throughout the semester. Five (5) absences, for any reason, are allotted to the student for the semester. Tardies count as one-half (1/2) of an absence.

If this number is exceeded, the instructor
has the right to drop you with a grade of F or an X, depending on their discretion.
