Course Description: An overview of the skills and knowledge necessary
for the field of Cosmetology.

End-of-Course Outcomes: Demonstrate introductory skills, professional
ethics, safety and sanitation. Explain the laws and rules of the state
licensing agency.

Attendance Policy:

But if 20%
of this course is missed without a doctor’s note the student will be
encouraged to drop this course. If the student refuses to drop then the
instructor of this course will do a mandatory drop.

Assigned
outside work is due on the class period assigned. Late work is generally
not acceptable; however special consideration is subject to instructor
discretion whether or not the work is acceptable.

The course instructor will introduce
the college grading policy and method to determine G.P.A. during the
course of instruction. The Texas Department of Licensing and
Regulation demands an overall minimum grade of 70; therefore this
course requires the same. An overall grade below 70 is considered an F.
